ATTACHING AND REMOVING (
1. Install the attachment bracket on the radio using the
attached screw [Fig. 1].
2. Fit the adapter box into the attachment bracket [Fig. 2].
3. Tighten the hand screw [Fig. 3].
Remove the adaptor box by following these instructions
in reverse order.

USING THE RADIO ADAPTER
Start the radio. Set the volume control to the recommended
volume/setting.

NOTE WITH TOO LOW VOLUME SETTING COMMUNICATION WILL
BREAK UP. IF THIS HAPPENS INCREASE THE VOLUME.

When the radio is switched on, press the button [Fig 4,
B] to start the adapter. The display [Fig 4, A] now starts
to flash the current group number. Press the button [Fig 4,
B] repeatedly to change group number.

When the box has connected to the network of
SpiroCom units the group number stops to flash ‘ ] Fe
and is constantly lit. Depending on the current radio |1 DO | ‘ =
environment the start up time can differ on different — -
occasions.

When the box has connected the group number can only be changed during the first 3 seconds, after that
it can only be changed by switching off the long distance radio and repeat the setting.
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Switch off the adapter by pressing the button [Fig 4, B] until “~ =" is shown in the display [Fig 4, A].
